About Set Dancing
Since its revival in Ireland in the 1980s, set dancing
has become a worldwide phenomenon and a joyous
expression of a great cultural tradition.

Sets are danced to traditional Irish dance music,
including reels, jigs, polkas, slides, and hornpipes.
Set dancing is lively but much easier to dance (and
quite unrelated to) the solo step dancing taught to
children and young adults at Irish dance schools.

The Milwaukee Set Dance Club offers set dance
classes to help newcomers develop confidence and
experience in dancing. After completing one or
more of these class series, you should be able to
join in local set dances throughout the year and at
Irish Fest – and to dance on that eventual trip to
Ireland.

Fall 2008 Introductory Classes      
This series will emphasize basic movements and
steps. Over eight weeks participants will build a
solid foundation in set dancing and learn a set from
County Clare that includes movements done to
Irish reels.

Shoes and Partners     
Smooth-soled shoes are very desirable. The sliding
motions of set dancing do not work well with soft-
soled or rubber-soled shoes.
Sets are danced by four couples in a square.
Couples usually dance in waltz position. It is not
necessary to come with a partner.
