Patrick O'Dea was born in Clare, grew 
up outside of London, and now lives in 
Roscommon. He's recognized as a 
modern-day Irish dancing master 
because of his encyclopedic 
knowledge of traditional steps 
and his unbroken lineage to 
the dance masters of the 
1700s.

Live traditional 
music, played by musicians who are in 
touch with the Irish music tradition, 
invites people to tap their feet, 
clap their hands, and get up 
and dance.  Live music for 
dancers is a conversation 
between the dancers and the 
musicians.  The Twin Cities Céilí Band 
strives to be part of that conversation 
by playing for local céilí dances, set 
dances, and pretty much for anyone 
willing to dance.

Bryan Whiting and Alan Ng have not 
only been polishing their flute/fiddle 
duet for more than ten years, they are 
also longtime set dancers who love the 
thrill of great dance music driving great 
dancers.
